General Electrical Safet

equipment voltage requirements and are
disconnected before connecting or
disconnecting equipment.

e When wiring electrically powered
equipment, follow all electrical and safety
codes.

o Wherever possible, use a residual current
device (RCD).

o High voltage / high current power lines may
be present. Use extreme caution to avoid
contact or interference with power lines.
Electrical shock can be fatal.

General Electrical Safet

o Electrically grounded equipment must have
an approved cord and plug and be
connected to a grounded electrical outlet.

e Do NOT bypass the ON/OFF switch and
operate equipment by connecting and
disconnecting the electrical cord.

e Do NOT use equipment that has exposed
wiring, damaged switches, covers or
guards.

e Do NOT use electrical equipment in wet
conditions or in damp locations.

e Do NOT use electrical cords to lift, move or
carry equipment.

e Do NOT caoil or knot electrical cords, and
ensure electrical cords are not trip hazards.
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General Service Information

e The equipment must be serviced or
repaired at authorised service centres by
qualified personnel only.

* Replacement parts must be original
equipment manufacturer (OEM) to ensure
equipment safety is maintained.

e Do NOT attempt any maintenance or repair
work not described in this manual.

o After use, the equipment and components
may still be hot — allow the equipment to
cool and disconnect spark plugs and/or
electrical power sources and/or batteries
from it before adjusting, changing
accessories or performing repair or
maintenance.

Ride-On Jeep Safet

WEIGHT LIMIT: 30kg

This product is suitable only for 3 — 8 year old children.

The assembling and charging process should only be done by adults.

Before use, please check whether all the part are installed properly and connected securely.

This car cannot be used on dangerous places like streets, roads, slopes and raceways.

This car should only be used under an adult's supervision.

Do not change the internal structure, wire lines and additional electrical devices of the vehicle without permission and guidance from a qualified

personnel.

Do not switch the forward/backward button frequently.

Examine the product and charger regularly to see whether the parts are becoming old or damaged. When damage is found, discontinue using

them until they are either fixed or replaced.
Only rechargeable batteries can be used.

Batteries should be positioned in the right polarities.

Rechargeable batteries should be removed before disposal.

Positive and negative poles short circuit is not allowed.

Rechargeable batteries should only be charged by adults; when using this vehicle, the distance between the car and an adult should not be more

than 10 meters.
Children should not stand in the car.

The car is outfitted with a seat belt. Make sure the child has securely fastened the seatbelt around herself.

Do not drive in narrow spaces to avoid damaging the ride-on jeep.

Periodically inspect the physical condition of the ride-on jeep and its accessories for signs of damages.

Remove the batteries when the ride-on jeep will not be used for an extended time.

Warning! when changing gears, please make sure the car has completely stopped. Otherwise, the gear case and motor will be damaged.

Battery and Charger Safet

Before first usage of the car, make sure the battery has been charged for 4 — 6 hours, or the battery would be damaged permanently and cannot
be repaired (Charging should be performed by an adult only).

When the battery is low, please charge it in time. Normally the charging hour is 8 —12 hours, but do not charge it for more than 15 hours.

It is normal for the battery container to emit heat (below 60°C), but when the temperature is too high, you should examine whether the recharging

process has a short-current.

Only chargers and battery equipped by this car can be used. Chargers and battery containers of other brands are strictly prohibited. Otherwise,

the charger and battery might be damaged.

The car cannot be operated while it is charging.

New/Old and different kinds of batteries cannot be used together.

Please check the circuit when the car is charging.

When the product is packed away or will not be used for a long time, you have to fully charge the battery and charge it once every month to

guarantee the life of the battery.

The charger and battery are not toys. Children should not be allowed to play with them.

Put the car body upside-down, then press the salient
point on the wheel.

Connect the wheel with a rear axle, and then put
them into the corresponding net on the rear wheel.

Bushes must be fitted prior to sliding the wheels onto Add the flat washer and the locknut to the axle and
the axle. fasten accordingly.

Line up the hubcap clips with the cutouts in the wheels in order to push them in place.

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Insert the windshield frame connectors into the
corresponding connecting holes. When you hear a
‘click' sound, the windshield frame is securely in
place.

\%Q Connect the circuit wire of the steering wheel to the
steering tube (while paying close attention to the
direction). Make sure the hole on the steering wheel
is in line with the steering tube, then insert the MS
screw.

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Installing the Rear Searchlights and Safety Bar

Assemble the safety bar with 4*10 screws first, then
insert the connectors of the searchlights into the
corresponding connecting holes.

Finally, insert the connectors of the safety bar into the
corresponding connecting holes on the jeep.

Install the car seat at the specified location on the
jeep. Insert the car seat connectors into the
corresponding connecting holes on the jeep. Secure
the car seat with 4*10 screws.

Charging Procedure

1. Open the tank cover on the car seat.

2. Plug-in the jack of the charger to the connector on the jeep.

3. Plug-in the charger to an electrical socket.

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Lithium Battery Care and Maintenance

Top 3 Battery Care Requirements

1. Charge battery before first use. The battery may arrive with some charge, regardless of this the
battery must be charged for 4 — 6 hours on the initial charge and 8 — 12 hours for each subsequent
charge.

2. Charge battery immediately when it is depleted. Do not store a depleted battery. This will
permanently impact the life of the battery. If the battery is going to be stored for a period of time, fully
charge the battery before storing.

3. Disconnect battery when not in use. To prolong the life of a battery, disconnect it from the unit
when not in use. Disconnect chargers from the battery once charged.

NNN

To ensure the battery maintains optimum performance, follow the guidelines outlined below.

® For best results, charge batteries in temperatures between 10°C and 30°C

®* When battery is charged, disconnect the charger from the power supply and remove the battery from the
charger.

® [f a battery is stored or otherwise unused for an extended period, and the battery has no charge remaining
when you check it, consider it to be damaged. Do not attempt to recharge it or to use it. Replace it with a
new battery.

® Use only with the battery charger specified by the manufacturer.

¢ Ensure that the battery charger electrical cord is not subjected to damage or stress. Do not operate the
battery charger if it has a damaged electrical cord or plug.

®* Do not use the charger in wet areas or expose it to rain or water.

® The typical estimated life of a Lithium-lon battery is about two to three years or 300 to 500 charge cycles,
whichever occurs first. One charge cycle is a period of use from fully charged, to fully discharged, and fully
recharged again

® Explosion hazard — protect the battery against heat; for example, direct sunlight and fire. Do not store
batteries in vehicles or locations subject to heat.

* Batteries can explode in the presence of an ignition source, such as a pilot light. To reduce the risk of
serious personal injury, never use any cordless product in the presence of open flame. Exploding batteries
can propel debris and chemicals.

®* Do not open the battery — danger of short-circuiting and/or explosion.
®* Do not attempt to destroy or disassemble the battery pack or remove any of its components.

®* Do not touch the battery terminals with metal objects and/or body parts as short-circuit and/or personal injury
may result.

® Explosion hazard — do not open and/or short-circuit the battery.

® Poison hazard — battery leakage (liquid ejection). Under extreme conditions, liquid may be ejected from the
battery — avoid contact. If contact accidentally occurs, immediately seek medical attention, and flush with
water. If liquid contacts eyes, immediately seek medical attention, flush with clean water for at least 10
minutes. Liquid ejected from the battery may cause irritation or burns.

¢ Dispose of non-serviceable batteries in an environmentally responsible manner and according to local
regulations.

Failure to adhere to the requirements above may result in the battery becoming inoperative or battery life being
reduced. In extreme cases or abuse, battery overheating or fire may resuit.
