Serious injury can result from the high pressure discharge produced by pressure washers.

To prevent accidental discharge from the gun always use the trigger lock when you've finished spraying.

Fits gas and electric pressure washers rated up to 4000 PSI.

Make sure all connections are secure. Hold the gun securely while starting pressure washer unit.

When operating pressure washer always stand on a permanent, stable surface. Do not stand on ladders, chairs, etc.
Before changing out tips, make sure the pressure washer has been turned off and depressurized. The collar on the
quick disconnect socket will snap back into its original forward locking position when tip is inserted correctly.

Do not fully extend the telescoping wand. A minimum of 6 inches must remain inside each section of the

wand for stability.

PREPARATION

Before beginning assembly, installation or operation of product, make sure all parts are present. Compare parts
with package contents list and diagram above. If any part is missing or damaged, do not attempt to assemble,
install or operate the product. Contact customer service for replacement parts.

ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

1. HOSE CONNECTION

Apply pipe tape to male threads on ends of hose assembly.
Thread the end of the hose assembly (of telescoping wand)
into gun elbow and tighten with adjustable wrench.

. WAND & EXTENSION WAND CONNECTION
Screw female metric (of telescoping wand) onto male metric
end {of extension wand) and hand tighten.

. QUICK DISCONNECT SPRAY TIP CONNECTION

Pull back on-secket collar and insert plug, or pull out to remove,
then release collar.

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

To promote longer life of accessories, run clean, fresh water through them, and then turn off pressure washer and water
supply. Depressurize by squeezing the gun trigger until all of the water has been drained out of the unit.

Accessories can now be disconnected safely for storage in-a cool, dark area. If debris exists after connection,

clean before storing.
